The University Womens Club of Vancouver was
founded in 1907 by a group of eight women who
believed in education for women. In 1962, the Club
acquired Hycroft, a magnificent Edwardian mansion,
to serve as a clubhouse for members. Hycroft was then
restored by members and was designated as a heritage
building by the City of Vancouver in 1974.
